Specified in case installation is impossible
in reverse order of removal steps. Ornitted
if installation is possible in reverse order of
removal steps.

Reassembly steps:

Specified in case reassembly is impossible
in reverse order of disassembly steps.
Omitted if reassembly is possible in
reverse order of disassembly steps.

Classification of Major Maintenance/Service
Points

When there are major points relative to maintenance and
servicing procedures (such as essential maintenance and
service points, maintenance and service standard values,
information regarding the use of special tools, etc.),
these are arranged together as major maintenance and
service points and explained in detail.
